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Installing  ”The Down Under Collection’’ CD-ROM
This must be manually installed on the first computer and then the clip art can be exported from Resource Gallery – My library and saved to a flash drive as *.btc file. You can then import this file to the Resource Gallery- My library of another computer using the flash drive. (If you find an easier way, please let me know!)

Steps:

1. Install the Down Under Collection onto your first computer’s hard drive following instuctions
2. Open InterACT software and select Window mode

3. Select Resource tab

4. Then select Guest and click on its down arrow

5. Select Add category and type in Down Under in the window that appears and hit OK

6. Select Down Under and click on its down arrow to Add category- type in the name of the first category on the Down Under CD – Adventure.  Select OK (You can then continue to add all the categories you want to use in Down Under Collection first  and add the clip art later or add them one at a time with their clip art as in the instructions below)
7. Click on Adventure and click on down arrow and select Add resource
8. Browse your files to find Down Under Collection on your computer and select and open only the Colour Jpeg folder
9. Select and open Adventure file on the CD. Hold down Shift key to select each image you want, then click Open- files should appear in the Image window below the Resource gallery on InterACT software screen – it may take a few seconds depending on the size of the file

10. Repeat steps 5 through to 8 for each category that you want to install on the Down Under CD (you can select as many or few as you wish)

11. Once all the categories you want have been added, then click on Down Under category’s down arrow and select Export from resource library
12. When a ‘’Save as” window appears, select Computer and then insert a flash drive into your computer and select that drive and then name the file Down Under  and Save- the files will be then converted to your flash drive as *.btc files.

13. You can then take your flash drive to each of the other computers and repeat the process to Step 4, then select the down arrow for the Down Under category and select Import to resource library and copy the files from the flash drive to the resource library
